What is less known is that
Kissimmee is also a prime location for
eco-tourism.

Some fascinating places in Kissimmee
include the Flying Tigers Restoration
Warbird Museum and the Reptile World
Serpentarium. The Warbird Museum
contains a history of WWII air battles
and numerous restored aircraft. The
museum also has flights available in
some of the craft (by arrangement).
The Serpentarium features a large
collection of snakes from all around the
world.

Amongst Kissimmee's 45 designated
eco-tourism attractions is Gatorland,
also known as the alligator capital of
the world. This park allows guests to
see and experience many exciting and
educational shows such as: Jungle
Crocs of the World, Gator Wrestling,
Gator Jumparoo, and Snakes of
Florida.



Including nearby Walt Disney World
and Universal Studio's theme park,
also easily accessible by car from
Kissimmee are SeaWorld Orlando,
Cypress Gardens, the Kennedy Space
Center_Visitor Complex, and Water
Mania.

Bordering the city of Kissimmee to the
south, the 18,810-acre West Lake
Tohopekaliga has long been a popular
bass fishing lake for both recreational
and tournament anglers. In recent
years, both Bass Anglers Sportsmen
Society (B.A.S.S.) and Forrest L. Wood
(FLW) bass tournaments have been
held out of the Kissimmee lakefront
park. Winning weights are routinely in
the 18-to 25-pound range. To date, the

Kissimmee's interesting nightlife
includes dinner and a show with the
Arabian _Nights Dinner _Attraction
Medieval Times Dinner and
Tournament, Wild Bill's Wild West
Dinner _Show Extravaganza, and
Capone's Dinner and Show.

NASA's Kennedy Space Center is
located on the northern part of Merritt
Island, and for that reason the town of
8,104 residents is a high security area.
Tourists are still welcome, however, as
the Kennedy Space Center operates a
visitors' center here.

Situated on Florida's central Atlantic
coast, Cape Canaveral is less than an
hour east of Orlando.
